Philosophy

The Point Preschool believes that each child, parent and staff member is a unique and valued individual.  Each person and their family’s values and beliefs are acknowledged and accepted. We value diversity and accept and celebrate differences in other people. 

We believe in providing a warm, safe, caring, stimulating and creative environment that promotes children’s and staff’s personal growth and develops their positive self esteem. 

We believe it is important to develop respectful relationships with children, parents and staff in an environment that encourages open and meaningful communication. We actively encourage children to work peacefully, co-operatively, and collaboratively with each other.

We believe that play is essential to children’s learning and that children learn most effectively within an unhurried environment that promotes interaction with a diverse range of challenging and interesting materials. We believe it is important to provide opportunities for children to experiment, discover, explore, create and enjoy their play with the support of their peers and the staff.

We believe children should be encouraged and supported to make their own decisions and choices and seek to actively develop positive problem solving skills in a success-orientated environment.  We provide children with opportunities to discover and learn about themselves and their peers, in an atmosphere that encourages harmonious and meaningful relationships.  We believe in supporting and developing a partnership with families to share in nurturing and caring for their children.  We encourage each family to participate in the preschool community and support and welcome their interest and involvement.  We believe that in a society so diverse, each family’s culture, beliefs and language should be reflected in all aspects of the learning environment.

About Us

The Point Preschool was established in 1956 as a not-for-profit, community-based preschool and provides an educational preschool program for children aged 3 to 6 year olds.

The preschool is administered by parents of children who attend the preschool and is staffed by an early childhood trained teacher and trained and experienced child care workers.

Hours

The preschool is licensed for 20 children per day and is open Monday to Friday between 9am and 3.00pm. The preschool is closed during the school holidays.

Enrolment

Children need to be placed on the waiting list as soon as possible.  A non-refundable fee of $30.00 is payable to cover administrative costs.

Parents will be contacted the year before their child is eligible to attend and invited to an orientation session, where you will be able to meet the staff and learn more about the preschool.

You may also be contacted during the year if a vacancy arises and your child is eligible to start.

Attendance

Children attend the preschool for 2 days per week on Monday & Tuesday or 3 days per week on Wednesday, Thursday & Friday.

Fees

A deposit of 2 weeks fees is required upon enrolment.  This is refundable at the end of the year. The daily fee for 2010 is $43.00.

Fee relief is available for low-income families and the preschool is also registered with the Family Assistance Office as an approved child care centre.

Parent Involvement

The family is an important part of the of the preschool learning environment  and so you and other family members are always welcome to participate in the program and are encouraged to spend time with your child at preschool.

Parents can also become involved with the preschool by joining the Management Committee or Social Committee.


The Preschool Learning Environment

The program offered at The Point Preschool is influenced by the philosophy of Reggio Emilia, The Anti-bias Curriculum and the national Early Years Learning Framework.

The learning environment reflects the view that the children are seen as capable and constructors of their own knowledge and the adults as facilitators. Children are free to choose the areas of interest in which to participate throughout the day, while the staff and children engage in collaborative decision-making about the equipment which is used. Children also participate in group experiences with either a small or large group with the staff.

Each day, experiences provided are based on the children’s interest and include art, puzzles, blocks, dough, dramatic play, writing corner, construction toys, journals, computer, books, sand, water, active and imaginative play, story telling and music. Children can initiate or continue their own projects and investigations that may last days or weeks.  Some children may also be involved in collaborative projects with other children.  The program is flexible and recognises the individual needs and interests of the children.  Visitors, excursions & informal outing are also planned to extend the children’s learning beyond those offered in the preschool on a daily basis.
